In this section of the PATHE Motorway, improvements to the road surface have been foreseen, while at the subsection between the Ritsona
Interchange and the Thiva Interchange (km position 69+173.45 — km position 83+524.45), works to widen the motorway have been foreseen.
Therefore, the project’s environmental provisions which concern this small number of works are outlined in the following table, along with the

progress of each.

A1 Installation permits for any activity or to
facilitate the completion of various works.

A.2  |Ancillary works

According to Environmental Provision D17, as in paragraph B3 herein, the environmental approvals
are granted following the submission of a Special Technical Implementation Study. For the purposes
of being granted approvals / permits, Special Technical Implementation Studies have been or will be
drafted. A detailed outline of the works for which Special Technical Implementation Studies have
been drafted and at what stage of the approval process they are currently at, is given in paragraph
B3.

A.3  |Archaeological matters

With regards to the section between the Ritsona Interchange and the Thiva Interchange (km position
69+173.45 — km position 83+524.45), which will undergo works to be widened, it is not
necessary that the competent Archaeological Services be notified, as these works are within
the existing zone of expropriation.

The Utilization and Maintenance Center has been planned for a location far from Afidnes. The
Administration Building is in Varibombi and the remaining buildings at the Kapandriti Interchange.

A4 Official forest areas

With regards to the section between the Ritsona Interchange and the Thiva Interchange (km position
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69+173.45 — km position 83+524.45), which will undergo works to be widened, it is not
necessary that the competent Forestry Services be notified, as these works are within the
zone which was expropriated for the construction of the existing motorway.

B. Plans / studies

B.1 Environmental Impact Study

No changes, improvements or amendments have been foreseen for the project outlined in the
Environmental Impact Study, on the basis of which the Environmental Provisions were approved.
Therefore, in line with article 13 of the Joint Ministerial Decision no. 11014/703/F104/ 14.3.2003,
a File or Environmental Impact Study is not required.

B.2 | Hydraulics Plans

The appropriate hydraulics plans have been assigned, drafted and submitted to the independent
engineer for approval. These concern the extension to the drains and small technical constructions
along the section between the Ritsona Interchange and the Thiva Interchange, where the motorway
will be widened.

B.3 | Special Technical Implementation Study

The location of the worksite in Polidendri was chosen within the zone of expropriation, so that a
Certificate of Expropriation would not be required. The Special Technical Implementation Study was
assigned, drafted and submitted to the Special Environmental Service, with reference no.
100432/17.01.08 and the installation of a Warehouse has been approved (approval no.
100432/07.02.08).

The location of the worksite at the Thiva Interchange was chosen within the zone of expropriation, so
that a Certificate of Expropriation would not be required. The Special Technical Implementation Study
was assigned, drafted and submitted to the Special Environmental Service, with reference no. 106281/
15.07.08. Approval is pending.

B.4 | Landscaping — Forest Technical Plan

The final landscaping plan and the final irrigation plan have been assigned, drafted and submitted to
the independent engineer for approval. These concern the section between the Ritsona Interchange
and the Thiva Interchange (km position 69+173.45 — km position 83+524.45), where the motorway
will be widened.
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The final landscaping plans and the corresponding irrigation plans for the remaining sections have
been assigned and are currently being drafted.

B.5 | Special Technical Implementation Study -
Noise Suppression

The Special Technical Implementation Study concerning the noise suppression measures have been
assigned and are currently being drafted.

The Special Acoustics Study — Structural Design of the Noise Barriers has already been submitted to
the Special Environmental Service of the Ministry for the Environment, Physical Planning and Public
Works (ref. no. 107730/05-09-2008) for the section of the PATHE MOTORWAY BETWEEN THE
METAMORFOSI INTERCHANGE AND MALIAKOS (SKARFIA) AND THE CONNECTING BRANCH
BETWEEN SCHIMATARI AND HALKIDA, and approval is pending.

C. Construction

C.1 | Retention of existing traffic lanes and
interchanges

Traffic plans concerning the traffic control measures during the course of widening the road and
improving the road surface, have been assigned and are currently being drafted, so that they may be
approved prior to the commencement of works.

In particular, the Traffic Control Plans have been submitted to the independent engineer and their
approval is pending. There is one plan pending for the Ritsona — Thiva and lliki sections, which is
currently being revised in order to be resubmitted. The first submission was not approved by the
independent engineer.

C.2 | Water flow / drainage

The appropriate Hydraulics Plans have been assigned, drafted and submitted to the independent
engineer for approval. These concern the extension to the drains and small technical constructions
along the section between the Ritsona Interchange and the Thiva Interchange, where the motorway
will be widened.

According to the amendment of the old environmental provisions and current environmental legislation,
environmental approvals are granted after a Special Technical Implementation Study has been
submitted. Special Technical Implementation Studies have been or will be drafted for all the necessary
approvals. A detailed outline of the works for which Special Technical Implementation Studies have
been drafted and at what stage of the approval process they are currently at, is given below:

The location chosen for the worksite in the greater lliki area (km position 96+100 — 96+300) reaches the
eastern marginal strip of the motorway and was previously used as a worksite, but is now in an
extremely deteriorated state. The Special Technical Implementation Study was assigned, drafted and
submitted to the Special Environmental Service with ref. no. 100432/17.01.08 and the establishment of
a worksite was not approved.

An application for a worksite area in lliki (a location at km position 97+200, on an incline to the west of the
motorway) was resubmitted for a Stone-grinding site, as well as Worksite Offices at km position 96+100 -
96+300 only. The Special Technical Implementation Study was submitted to the Special Environmental
Service with ref. no. 103047/09.04.08 and the establishment of a Stone-grinding site was approved, but
not the Worksite Offices (approval no. 103047/10.06.08).

Archaeological matters

The 9" Department of Prehistoric and Classical Antiquities, with document no. 421/21-02-2008, was
notified of the commencement of works for the purposes of establishing two bypasses in the area of lliki.
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The Department assigned a supervisor and set the terms for the supervisory procedure, with document
no. 977/27-2-2008.
